1. Dave Fulton presented a budget for food. Our cost and the prices may be a little high, Dave, Doug and Shirley will work on lowering our cost and the prices we will need to sell the food for.

2. Doug Saldivar suggested that the Green Scene provide free food for volunteers. The group thought this was not necesary.

3. Dave explained the "Water Tasting" event. He has 3 water companies ready to participate and will try to get at least 2 more. The logistics of storing and serving the water remain to be worked out.
4. Doug reported on the status of sales items. 

1. 100 shopping bags have been ordered. They will have our logo printed on them. The cost is about 2.25 per bag. Merit properties will help pay for the bags - 

2. We will sell coupons that can be exchanged for Metro recycled house paint. We will only pay for what we sell.

3. We will sell coupons for 100% recycled copy/printer paper. Arvey's office Supply will donate some of the paper. We will only pay for what we sell. Doug will see if lined paper is available.
4. Doug asked the group to suggest other sales items while remembering that our budget is about gone.

5. Mary Soots reported on her idea to show movies as a pre-event during  Earth week. The Green Room would be available as a venue. Doug said that there needs to be a plan for the equipment needed to show the movies if we are going to do this.
6. Dave presented his idea for using the MEL bus on the 24th to shuttle people from various locations to the Green Scene. Doug said that the Chamber and the Villages may be able to fund the 25 per hour cost. Dave will prepare a bus schedule during the next week. Doug will attempt to get funding. 
7. Doug reported that the April Mountain times will have two ads and an article about the Green Scene. Doug will be working on this.
8. Molly Kenny, Jeremy Magee and the students present reported on school activities for the Green Scene.

1. Molly reported on a traveling exhibit that the Forest Service wants to bring. They need to train volunteers to man the exhibit. Molly will work with the schools and the Forest Service to make this happen
2. A student group from Sandy High will be performing music along with the music planned by McLundy's Green Room

3. A student group from Sandy High will be performing an original play based on the story "The Lorax". Play performance times will be 11:am and 1:30pm. Shirley Dueber offered to help with custumes and props.
4. Sandy High school groups will need 4 tables for their various activities

5. Welches school will be hosting a variety of childrens games and activities including paper making, a scavenger hunt and a trash can sort.

6. There will be on-going video clips in one of the school rooms
